Pronunciation

Chinese Pronunciation (By New Concept Mandarin Limited, Hong Kong)- Offers fast and easy tone instruction with available audio.  Good for absolute beginners

Chinese Syllables (By China Information Corporation College of Chinese Language & Culture Beijing Normal University)-  Offers a more intensive format to learning the four tones in the Chinese language.  Provides a “tone” map that compliments the audio, which includes practice with over 650 syllable combinations.  Highly recommend for strong acquisition in tones.  

Conversation

Real Chinese (By BBC)-  Offers great pictures and easy to follow examples using everyday situations such as transportation, eating and self-introductory.  No characters, all Pinyin.  However, the audio to accompany the pictures and dialogue are great.  Great for students who are just starting their journey in Mandarin Chinese language learning.  

Conversational Mandarin Chinese Online (By Xie, Tianwei)- offers extensive examples of everyday situations.  Most of the lessons are in Pinyin with Simplified characters.  recommended for people with some background in Mandarin Chinese.

Learn Chinese (By Tianwei Xie) (by clearchinese.com)- Offers practice in spoken Mandarin with audio.  The text is written in Pinyin, Traditional, Simplified, and English for easy learning.  Page is well developed with different colors to provide an exciting atmosphere.  

Putonghua for Beginners (By Xu, Xunfeng)- Provides seven lessons on conversational mandarin with audio files.  

Video Clips of Survival Chinese (By Bai, Jianhua)- Designed for students with low intermediate level Chinese.  Filmed in China with real Chinese speakers in hotels, markets, schools, etc.  Annotated transcripts are available and offers questions with each video clip.  

Characters

Activity Builder Grab and Drop (By Winters, Jeff)- Vocabulary were the pinyin must be matched with the correct Simplified or Traditional character.  Good for beginners but must have decent knowledge of beginner’s character knowledge.  

Cartoon University Learn Chinese Characters Series (By Sonic Novel)- Provides introduction to the similarities and differences among Chinese, Japanese, and English.  demonstrates how Chinese characters manifested and how to write them using calligraphy.  

Hanzi (By Sung, Dylan)- Introduction to written Chinese.  This website explains the different components of the Chinese language, including radicals.  It also explains how easy writing Chinese can get after hours of studying.  

Liwin's CyberChinese Calligraphy (By Winters, Jeff) Stroke Order Animations and Pronunciation for Characters in Practical Chinese.
Grammar

Basic Chinese Grammar (By Simmons, Richard VanNess) This is a slide show that reviews the basics of Spoken Standard Chinese Grammar. The main slides are in "gif" graphics format, which allows the Chinese examples to be viewed on any system.

Chinese Video Exercises (By Hu, Mingliang)-  Provides video with audio of real life situations for those in beginning to intermediate level Mandarin.   There are multiple choice questions after each video to check the students’ comprehension.  
MyChineseClass (By MyChineseClass)-  On-line learning materials for beginning to intermediate learners.  The unique animations along with substantial use of simplified characters are inviting for anyone to learn Mandarin.
