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Organization Summary
The three State Innovations grants that Washington State has received from Asia Society and Longview Foundation have had a transformational impact on our state. With our first State Innovations grant from Asia Society, we launched the Washington State Coalition for International Education, whose work is guided by a Steering Committee of volunteers from a wide variety of organizations (see http://internationaledwa.org/contacts.htm).  In the past three years, the Coalition has been successful in building broad, grassroots support for international education in Washington state and increasing the flow of information and resource-sharing through its website http://internationaledwa.org and email lists (news, coalition, advocacy, languages, immersion, and others). We have also organized three very successful P-20 International Education Summits and made significant progress in engaging state-level business leaders and policy makers in this important work.  

Each year the Washington State Coalition has shared the leadership role among its key members on this grant. This year the project director for the State Innovations grant will be Greg Tuke, Director of the NW Region Project affiliated with the International Education and Resource Network (iEARN). Fiscal agent for the grant this year will be the International Trade Education Foundation, the 501(c)3 organization affiliated with the Washington Council on International Trade. Project Summary

Project Title: Building a Scalable Results-focused Model for International Education
Amount Requested: $15,000

Need and Purpose  

With the support of the 2005 State Innovations grant, we hosted a high-level business/political leader’s forum focused on building momentum for Chinese language and international education growth in Washington State. (See Attachment B: Leadership Summit.) In addition, several new initiatives for growing and sustaining international education have been imbedded in university, state, and major non-profit institutions as a result of the work of the Coalition over the past three years. (See details in Attachment C: Sustainability.) 

The next critical step in expanding this work in Washington State is two-fold.  First, we propose to launch a strategy for teacher professional development that effectively utilizes the new state Classroom-Based Assessment tools and demonstrates how to teach World Languages in the most effective cultural contexts, and provide results-focused evaluation summaries of student performance utilizing these tools. Second, we propose to build on key business and education partnerships by supporting high visibility projects to promote international education. 
Main Strategies and Timeline

The Washington State Team proposes to complete six major sub-projects by the end of 2006 that will help us extend our involvement across the state and impact educators P-20.

We will present our work incorporating the iEARN Project-Based Learning model with the National Foreign Language Standards at the annual American Association of Teachers of Spanish and Portuguese (AATSP) conference in Salamanca, Spain (6/27/06) and at the American Council on the Teaching of Foreign Languages (ACTFL) annual conference in Tennessee (11/18//06). 

Expected Results
· World Languages State Profile includes data from at least 90% of public high schools, 70% of public middle schools, and 40% of public elementary schools.

· Voluntary Standards for World Languages established and shared with Washington World Language and Social Studies teachers, with the support and involvement of higher education institutions and Office of Superintendent of Public Instruction.
· Prestige of Teacher of the Year International Education Scholarship increased and the education community wants to learn more about it and the work of the Coalition.

· School-wide models for building global connections adopted in at least a dozen schools, incorporating Classroom-Based Assessments in the Social Studies and evaluation data on student performance captured in selected classrooms.
· User-friendly, readily available “Starter Kits,” developed by teachers and other expert educators, for teachers of any discipline seeking to infuse global issues/direct global collaborations into their curriculum; 200 teachers trained in utilizing project-based international learning approach with Classroom-Based Assessments.
Evaluation 

We will survey a select group of teachers who participate in the OSPI Summer Institute workshops and follow-up coaching to assess student achievement goals where full implementation of the assessment tools has taken place.
