The State Innovations grants the past three years have successfully leveraged over $100,000 in direct financial support for the work of the Coalition, iEARN, and other international education organizations, and many times over that amount in institutional shifting of resources. Following are just a few examples of that leverage:

1. The University of Washington Language Board established an Early Language Learning Committee, which hosted the Early Language Learning Symposium in November, 2005 for 140 people. Through donations collected at the event, the Committee has been able to fund future programs, including the Heritage Language Learning and Teaching program with Dr. Shuhan Wang in January, 2006, and the Prospera: After School Literacy Program for Spanish Speakers in March, 2006. More programs are planned in the future. These programs are advertised and registrations are taken through our International Education Washington website, which was launched with the support of the original State Innovations grant.
2. The University of Washington Jackson School of International Studies requested funding in its Title VI grant application last fall to support a longitudinal study of which languages are taught where in K-12 schools in the state. This study will build on data originally collected in the World Languages Survey from 2004, supported by our State Innovations grant that year. With the infusion of funds from the Title VI grant, the World Languages State Profile can have a permanent “home” at the University of Washington, and educators preschool through graduate school will be able to use the data to see trends and anticipate changes in language teaching needs in our state.
3. The Washington Association for Language Teaching and Office of Superintendent of Public Instruction are planning a stakeholders’ meeting later this spring to explore how to best disseminate the new voluntary World Language Standards (based on the National Standards for Foreign Language) that were adopted by our state superintendent in December thanks to the leadership of the Washington State Coalition for International Education and the support of our State Innovations grant in 2005.
4. The first regional office affiliated with iEARN-USA in many years was established in Washington State in 2005, and over 60 teachers have now become newly engaged in international learning projects with students in more than 30 countries.   This is expected to double again in the coming year. 
5. The Seattle School District and the Office of Superintendent of Public Instruction are collaborating to put on a Global Citizenship Summit this year for about 500 participants, funded by the School District, businesses, and community organizations. Several members of the International Education Coalition have been instrumental in its development and have been volunteering their time to help in the planning of this event. This effort is building on the earlier P-20 International Education Summits, supported by our State Innovations grants. (See information on following page.)
